SUGGESTIONS FOR KEEPING YOUR HOME COOL
WITHOUT SPENDING ADIME

Take advantage of windows.

Keep the heat out of living areas.

Kitchen and laundry i play it smart.

Try a few tests to find out which windows will maximize natural ventilation. Wind creates areas
positive and negative pressure around your house, so windows near upwind areas will be cool
inlets and windows near suction areas will be warm air outlets. Force air to take a longer path
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directly opposite each other because only the area in between them will be cooled.

Create a stronger air current with slightly opened windows instead of ones that are fully opene

Open windows on cool, lodvumidity nights to flush out heat that builds up during the day. Leave

windows closed when the humidity is high, or your air conditioner will have to work extra hard.

Keep interior lights dimmed or turned off during daylight hours. Turning on a table lamp for reg
in a darkened room is a better choice than letting the sun stream in through a south or west wit
On the other hand, north or east windows could provide enough light without significantly addir
the heat gain in an individual room.

Turn off or unplug the television, entertainment equipment and computer when not in use. Mai
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using them for several days. The only way to turn off the power supply for a device such as a
phone or cable TV box is to unplug it.

Choose your most enereggfficient appliances for cooking. Instead of using your stove or oven, U
your microwave or a countertop appliance such as a toaster oven, slow cooker or steamer. Cd
pots and pans on the coetbp or stove. Cooking creates lots of heat and humidity, so contain it
much as possible. Start the exhaust fan. Vent steam and heat from cooking to the outdoors.

Before you begin any excavation project, call the lowa One -Call Center. This service is available to you free of charge so that you
can proceed safely with any digging, trenching, blasting, excavating, drilling, plowing, boring, grading, or using an auger. Never
guess where a pipeline is located. If you ever damage or hit a City of Hawarden pipeline, no matter how minor the contact may

seem, call the City of Hawarden at 712  -551 -2565 immediately so the damage can be assessed. Before excavating, please

call either 811 or 1 -800 -292 -8989 to reach the lowa One Call Center. Both phone numbers are toll free.

Anytime you plan to dig, whether as part of a construction job or homeowner project such as erecting a fence, planting trees or
shrubs, installing a pool or basketball hoop, building a home addition or deck, putting in a new driveway, installing a septi c system,
sprinkler system or water drainage system, or terracing, the laaleastr e
48 hours prior to that first shovel full. The 48 -hour timeline will commence only during normal business days between the hours of
7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. and does not include weekends or legal holidays. The 48 -hour timeline on calls after 5:00 p.m. will beg in
at 7:00 a.m. the following business day.

The One Call Center will contact the City of Hawarden  so that locate personnel can mark underground natural gas piping, electric

and phone lines, and water locations with flags or paint within 48 hours of your call (excluding weekends and holidays). Ple ase
understand that during the City of Halacatiordpeocedsswe mark only city -owned underground gas, electric, water and

phone locations. Customer  -owned underground facilities such as gas piping running to grills and garages, outbuildings, yard li ghts
and sprinkler systems, for example, will NOT be marked during the City of Hawarden locates. Please seek the services of a quali-

fied private locate contractor to identify the location of customer -owned underground gas piping and other underground lines.

Marking utility lines helps protect you and your neighbors from potential fire hazards or explosions from punctured natural g as
lines, high voltage shocks from buried electrical lines, service interruptions as well as interruptions to critical services like 911.

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HOW CAN YOU TELL WHERE A PIPELINE IS LOCATED?

Since natural gas pipelines are underground, line markers are used to indicate the

approximate location of the pipelines. However, these markers do not indicate how deep

the pipeline is buried. Also, the route can take twists and turns between markers. Never
assume the pipeline lies in a straight line. Always call the lowa One - Call Center at either
811 or 1-800 -292 -8989 before digging. It is a crime for any person to deliberately damage,
destroy or remove any pipeline sign or right -of-way marker.  Pipelines can lose cover through natural erosion or other

forces. Certain types of deep farming activities require advanced notification. Some examples are: chisel plowing, waterway

work, and tiling. If you observe indicators that a pipeline is shallow or exposed, contact the City of Hawardenat1  -712-551 -
2565.

WHAT IS A PIPELINE RIGHT -OF-WAY?

A pipeline right -of-way is the strip of land over a pipeline. The right -of -way agreement between our Utility and the property

owner is called an easement. Easements provide our Utility with permanent, limited access to the land to enable us to oper-

ate, test, inspect, maintain and protect our pipeline.

CAN | BUILD/DIG ON A RIGHT -OF-WAY?
Pipeline right -of-way must be kept free from structures and other obstructions. If a pipeline crosses your property, please
do not plant trees or shrubs on or near the right -of -way without first having our Utility personnel mark the pipeline, stake

the easement and explain construction guidelines to you.

WHO SHOULD | CALL IF | DETECT A GAS LEAK IN MY HOME?

If you suspect a natural gas leak inside your home or on your service line, immediately evacuate the premises and contact
the City of Hawardenat1l -712-551 -2565.

CALL RIGHT AWAY IF YOU:

See:

> Vegetation over or near the pipeline, which appears to be dead or dying for no apparent reason.

Water bubbling at a creek, pond, river or any wet area.

> Dirt being blown or appearing thrown into the air.

> Fire or explosion near or involving the pipeline.

> Exposed pipeline, which may have been caused by a natural disaster such as a flood or earthquake.
Hear:

> A hissing, whistling, or roaring sound.

Smell:

>Natural gas is wusually colorless and odorless; your Utility odmeli zles 1t}

STEPS YOU SHOULD TAKE IF YOU SUSPECT A GAS LEAK

1. If you suspect a leaking or damaged pipeline, leave the area immediately and warn others to stay away.

2. If you suspect your excavation equipment has struck a pipeline, do not attempt to move the equipment. Shut the equipment o ff
and leave the area.

3. Once away from the pipeline, call the City of Hawardenat1l -712-551-2565 , as well as your local fire or police department.

4, DO NOT operate anything that may ignite a gas leak (cellular telephones, lighters, flashlights, vehicle ignition, two  -way radios,
light switches, garage door openers, etc.)

5. DO NOT go near the area. Keep others away from the site.

6. DO NOT attempt to shut off any valves or extinguish any fires.
