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IT IS THE SEASON ï CALL BEFORE YOU DIG 

 
Whether you own your home, rent it, or are contracting an excavating job, you need to call before you dig.  There is no 

charge for getting underground lines located.  Iowa Legislature has enacted statewide legislation, ñUnderground Fa-

cilities Informationò, Chapter 480 of the 21995 Code of Iowa, which went into effect January 1, 1993, making it state 

law to call before you dig. 

 

With one easy phone call the underground electric, sewer, water, gas, telephone and cable television lines will be lo-

cated before digging.  Please call at least 48 business hours in advance, because no area will be guaranteed a clearance 

without at least a 48-hour notice.  If you fail to call before you dig, total liability for any damages will be yours. 

 

If necessary, a job site meeting can be arranged for locating and coding the work area.  Any digging or excavating 

work that exposes gas lines must be inspected and tested by Hawarden Municipal Utilities according to federal regula-

tions.  Again, there is no charge for locating underground lines.  It is worth your time to call and protect yourself 

against potential repair costs.  So call either ñ811ò or ñ1-800-292-8989ò.  Just give an accurate address, a brief de-

scription of the intended work and the general area on the property that you will be working.  There is no charge for 

the phone call or the locating services.

Si usted posee su hogar, alquilalo, o contratando un trabajo que excavar, usted necesita llamar antes de comienzar 

cavar bajo tierra.  Sin ningun costo a usted para obtener las lineas subterraneas localizaron.  La Legislatura de 

Iowa ha decretado la legislacion a todo el estado Informacion Subterranea de Facilidadesò, el Capitulo 480 del 21995 

Codigo de Iowa, que entro en vigor el uno de enero de 1993 hacerlo indica-ley para llamar antes de comienzar cavar 

bajo tierra. 

 

Con una llamada telefonica facil, el subterraneo electrico, la alcantarilla, el agua, el gas, el telefono y las lineas de la 

television de cable se localizaran antes cavar.  Por favor llamada por lo menos 48 horas en el avance porque nin-

guna area se garantizaran un espacio libre sin por lo menos una 48 nota de hora.  Si usted falla de llamar antes 

usted cava, la obligacion total para cualquiera dana sera suyo. 

 

Si necesario, una reunion del sitio del trabajo se puede arreglar para localizar y codificacion el area del trabajo.  

Cualquier cavar o excavar el trabajo que expone gas las lineas se deben inspeccionar y deben ser probadas por el 

Hawarden las Municipal Utilities por regulaciones federales.  Otra vez, no hay la carga para localizar las lineas 

subterraneas.  Vale su tiempo de llamar y protegerse contra costos potenciales de reparacion.  Por que no llama 1-800

-292-8989.  De apenas una direccion exacta, una descripcion breve del trabajo destinado y el area general en la 

propiedad que usted estara trabajando.

If you see a fallen power line, stay very far away.  Itôs always best to assume all fallen lines are energized.  Fallen 

power lines can hurt or kill you, even if they do not spark, hum or dance.  Stay away from anything that is touching the 

line, like a tree, fence, vehicle, etc.  Do not touch someone who is being shocked by a fallen line, remember that you 

could be killed! 
 

Watch for fallen lines after storms.  Fallen lines are most common after storms and high winds.  If you are outside  

after a storm, be alert for lines that may be hard to see in streams and puddles. 
 

Shuffle, donôt run, from a fallen line.  Shuffle with your feet together and on the ground.  Fight the urge to run and 

warn others not to run.  This is because when a live wire touches the ground, electricity travels through the ground in all 

directions.  Voltage lessens as it travels from the center where the live wire is touching the ground.  If you run or take 

large steps you increase the chance that electricity could come up one leg and go out the other and you could be shocked. 

 

Stay safe inside your car.  If a power line comes down on or near your vehicle, you are safest if you stay inside the car.  

When inside you are not a part of electricityôs path to the ground.  Donôt touch metal parts of the vehicle such as radio 

knobs, ashtrays, etc.  Wait until qualified electrical workers turn off the power and tell you it is safe to leave the vehicle.  

If people come near the car to help you, warn them to stay away.  Ask them to call 911. 
 

Fallen Power Line Safety 

With the nice weather coming many people are getting ñspring feverò.  More and more motorcycles and 4-wheelers are 

being ridden and this has prompted the Hawarden Police Department to release some information concerning motorcy-

cles and 4-wheelers. 

 

In an attempt to stop riders from riding on private property, the Hawarden Police Department will be enforcing trespass-

ing laws if a violation is reported.  Citizens who have a complaint or see a violation are encouraged to call the Hawarden 

Police Department.  Citizens are encouraged to give their name, address, and time of the call.  They are also asked to 

give a description of the motorcycle or 4-wheeler they are complaining about. 

 

These calls will be followed up, and if the Police find the person or persons responsible for the violations a citation will 

be issued.  If a person is a juvenile and is charged with trespassing they are required to go to juvenile court.  If they are 

18 or over they will have to appear in magistrate court and pay a fine. 

 

There is not any public land available for motorcycles and 4-wheelers to be ridden on.  The land along the railroad 

tracks, the pit areas, city parks, and even the road-side ditches are off-limits to these vehicles.  The only place to ride 

these ñoff-roadò vehicles is on privately-owned land, with the land-ownerôs permission.  To be ridden on the streets or in 

the right-of-ways they must be ridden by a licensed driver and be a licensed vehicle.

HAWARDEN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND HAPP FOCUS ON RETAIL 

First City Wide Workshop for Business Owners 

The City of Hawarden continues to implement its mosquito control program to stem the tide of West Nile here 

in Hawarden.  The City will be using larvicides to address the problem.  Larvicides attach to developing mos-

quitoes before adulthood and break the breeding cycles by eliminating the future generations of mosquitoes.  

The City has already begun implementing the program for this season by applying briquettes to open shallow 

surface water areas and known areas of temporary standing water.  The City has chosen not to spray at this 

time for a variety of concerns. 
 

Regardless of what the City does we can only reduce the risk.  We continue to advise individuals to take action 

on their own property and in the personal protection of themselves.  Some of the main mosquito species that 

carry the West Nile Virus are expected to start showing up in larger numbers in July. 

 

To assist homeowners with fighting this problem on their property, in areas where water may stand,  

the City is offering free bacteria briquettes.  One large briquette per household can be picked up at the 

City offices any time.  The briquettes are safe and will come with instructions on how to break up and use   

the briquette.  If a particular homeowner needs more than the one bacteria briquette, they are available com-

mercially for purchase in a number of hardware and retail stores.  The bacteria briquette lasts for 30 days.  It 

works by being eaten by the larva, thereafter killing them.  The bacteria is not supposed to harm birds, fish or 

other animals. 

 

MOSQUITO CONTROL PROGRAM 

After February 17, 2009, a television receiver with only an analog broadcast tuner will require a converter box 

to receive full power over-the-air broadcasts with an antenna because of the Nation's transition to digital 

broadcasting.   Analog-only TVs should continue to work to receive low power, Class A or translator televi-

sion stations and with cable and satellite TV services, gaming consoles, VCRs, DVD players and similar prod-

ucts.  

 

 If you are a HITEC Cable TV customer, your cable system will continue to operate as it does today.  No 

additional equipment is necessary.
